It all started when someone broke the rules. During a football match in 1823
a player named William Webb Ellis picked up the ball and ran with it!

But that first World Cup proved to be a great success. It was held in Australia (1p)
and New Zealand — two countries with an outstanding history in the sport. 
The winners of the competition were New Zealand. They defeated France 
29 points to 9 in the final.

By 1851, rugby was being played with an oval-shaped ball — a ball which was (1p)
made from a pig’s bladder!

Following the success of the tournament, it was decided that the Rugby World (1p)
Cup should be held every four years. The second competition, in 1991, took 
place in Great Britain. Australia won the event by beating England 12-6 in the final.

The first Rugby World Cup — in 1987 — was something of an experiment. This was (1p)
because no one quite knew how much interest there would be in the competition.

To try to help me understand, I spoke to Regina Dollar, who runs a helpline called Crisis Counselling
For Alleged Shoplifters (CCAS). She told me that the girl I saw is only one of a growing number of teens
who shoplift and that there are many reasons for it.

One of the most common explanations is vanity. Some are desperate to keep up with the latest fashions
and trends, but don’t have the money, so they steal clothes and make-up. But shoplifting can also be a
form of attention-seeking or a way of rebelling against school or parents.

"The first time girls shoplift is often a result of being dared or egged on by friends," explains Regina.
"Perhaps a friend has bragged about how easy it is and asks, ‘Why not come along and see for yourself?’
They are wary but agree to go along."

The trouble is that, whatever the reason, girls often start stealing from shops without stopping to think
about the consequences. They don’t see themselves as being on the same level as house breakers or car
thieves, but what they are doing is essentially the same – it’s theft. And most don’t realise that they risk
receiving a ‘caution’ (a formal warning) which means having a criminal record.

"Some girls shoplift a few times then realise the odd bit of make-up isn’t worth getting into trouble
with the police for," says Regina. "But others will carry on until they end up in court."
